New teeth are
always growing. Most sharks are carnivores, so they feed on other animals,
like fish or seals.

Sharks might look scary, but they are not usually dangerous to people.
People are more dangerous to sharks, since people hunt sharks. To be
safe, though, it is a good idea to leave sharks alone if you see them!
